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   PART TIME ADULT LEISURE COURSES
                 ART AND CRAFTS
Portrait Drawing (Tutor: Vicky Murphy)
This course is suitable for any level of ability. You will learn about proportions of the face, how to use colour and show light effect. 

Materials needed – a range of pencils, medium weight cartridge sketch book (at least A4 size), mirror (at least A4 size), photograph of someone you would like to draw, watercolours and brushes (if wish to add colour)
Painting and Drawing (Tutor: Vicky Murphy)
This is a general painting and drawing course where various projects will be offered with support from a professional artist. Advice will be given on materials, techniques and further study.

Students will be encouraged to work at the pace and level of achievement which suits them, whilst sharing their interest with a likeminded group. 

 Beginners are welcome and structured study to enhance their progress will
be provided, including using a range of techniques.
The studio is spacious, clean and well-lit with plenty of room for large-scale working.
Please bring your own materials. Beginners are recommended to bring drawing pad (cartridge A4) and an HB pencil, watercolours or coloured pencils.

Summer Landscape Painting (Tutor: Vicky Murphy)
This is an outdoor class out on Clee Hill common. Work can be in water colour, oils, pastels or pencils, dependent upon the artist’s own choice. 
As this is outdoors, participants must come equipped with drawing board, paper, clips to secure work and also wear suitable outdoor clothing i.e. boots and a waterproof jacket.

Please be aware that each participant should be aware of their own health and safety requirements and be prepared to sign a disclaimer that you understand Ludlow College cannot be held responsible for any injury or illness during the sessions.

Life Classes (Tutor: Vicky Murphy)
Studying the human form, with all its subtlety is the underpinning of all drawing and personal mark making. This course is suitable for all levels of experience – the tutor will tailor the teaching to the individual. Starting with short poses to sharpen observation skills the class will work towards a longer pose. Any medium may be used. Instruction will include some fundamental measurement, proportion and balance techniques for beginners. 

Please bring your own materials. Beginners are recommended to bring drawing pad (cartridge A4) and an HB pencil.

Screen Printing (Tutor: Emma Mitchell)
Learn the techniques of screen and/or block printing to develop a repeat or single motif to be used on a clothing or interior textile item.  

Session 1 – Learn about the equipment, materials and processes involved in printing aiming to produce a print of a single pre-prepared motif. 

Session 2 – Come prepared with a motif to develop a repeat design to be transposed onto the screen in preparation for printing 

Session 3 – Printing and setting of final garment or interior textile.  
Interior Design (Tutor: Mairi Turner)
Through looking at how design has evolved over the years, learn how to think visually and create personal style. Students will go on to create a design portfolio (a visual / physical application of the design essentials on paper/ board using a variety of medium such as paint, pencil, collages, etc Students will be given a brief, which will include such things as the re-designing of a room in a hotel, linked to an era of their choice. 

The course will include research and discussion on:

· Historical study /progression 

· Preparation skills for meeting clients working with their needs (room survey and drawing plans)

· The Elements and Principles of Design

· The Role of Colour/ Psychology 

· Space and Textures and their relationship to Interior Design.
· The use of Analytical drawing to produce your own design for such things as wallpaper, room features and logo etc 

· Sample boards

There may also be the opportunity to visit a local hotel and study its layout and design 

The course will provide students with the opportunity to either produce a small-scale model or consider changes to a room in their own home
Make a Simple Fascinator (Tutor: Emma Mitchell)
Experiment with the materials and techniques of millinery to develop your own unique fascinator for a wedding, party or just for everyday wear!  Simple colour requirements will be accommodated where possible, but details of material suppliers will be available for you to continue to explore and develop skills further.  
Begin to Knit (Tutor: Jean)
For beginners, this course will provide you with the basics to get started on producing your own knitted garments. You will learn how to select the correct needles and wools and work to basic pattern instructions. Your tutor will introduce you to the main stitch types, from casting on, increasing and decreasing your stitches to finishing off  and help you to deal with any knitting problems we all encounter. 

By the end of the course, you will be able to produce a basic finished garment

Improve your Knitting Skills (Tutor: Jean)
For those with some knitting experience, this course will introduce you to more complex stitching, finishes, patterns and designs.  You will have the opportunity to select wools of varying textures and patterns to produce your own personalised garments.
Echo-chic alterations (Tutor: Sharon Webber)
Textile Re-cycling: 

Learn how to give an old garment a new lease of life through up-cycling. Your tutor will suggest ways to alter the garment through the use of textiles techniques and embellishments.

Should you wish to use commercial patterns, your tutor will offer advice on the suitability of the fabrics used, accurate laying and cutting out and construction. 
From Scraps to Bags:
Turn an old pair of jeans and fabric remnants into a bag of your choice and make use of an unwanted existing bag in order to re-use its various components. 

A variety of sewing techniques will be taught including zip insertions, making pockets, buttonholes, piped seams and decorative techniques e.g. appliqué.

Textile Jewellery: 

 Use a combination of textile techniques e.g. crochet, knitting, felting  and hand-stitching techniques with old beads from broken jewellery, recycled fabric, old jumpers etc to create unique pieces of jewellery and accessories.
