                   PHOTOGRAPHY
Digital Photography with an SLR (Tutor: Michelle Jones)
This course is aimed at those who have a Digital SLR camera and feel they are not getting the best out of it or they just don’t know what to do

In 10, easy to understand sessions, we will cover the basics such as Aperture, Shutter Speed, ISO and White Balance.

We will also be looking at composition and some creative techniques, which will enable you to get to know your camera and give you the skills to tell it what to do instead of the other way around!

Your will gain the necessary skills and knowledge to take better pictures of anything you desire!

No previous camera experience is necessary; however you will need a digital SLR – NOT a compact camera

Digital Photography with a Compact Camera (Tutor: Michelle Jones)
This course is aimed at those who have a digital camera and feel they are not getting the best out of it

In 10, easy to understand sessions, we will cover the basic composition, correct camera settings for all kinds of situations to enable you to explore your more creative side.

You will gain the necessary skills and knowledge to take better pictures of anything your desire!

No previous camera experience is necessary; however you will need a digital camera.

Photography Technique Seminars (Tutor: Michelle Jones)
Portrait, landscape, weddings, – whatever your preference might be
These seminars will cover topics to give you the knowledge you need to get started.

For example, the portrait photography seminar will include:
· Using appropriate lighting

· Using reflectors

· Composition

· Posing

· Metering   and much more

You will need an SLR camera, knowledge of ISO, shutter speed and aperture.

Digital Photography and your Computer (Tutor: Georgia Charles)
On this course students will gain confidence using their own digital camera with a computer. Covering basic camera skills of composition, lighting and camera handling, this course is aimed at gaining an understanding of working with your images on your computer, opening and editing images, and being able to copy, save, email and delete images. We aim to give you an understanding of your camera and the settings available to you. Students will gain experience using the free Digital Photo Editing software available - Windows Live Photo Gallery. Students may continue onto the Digital Imagery with Photoshop class at Ludlow College.
Introduction to Photoshop (Tutor: Georgia Charles)

This short course will provide attendees with basic information about the use of Photoshop. Anyone wishing to progress further can then join the full course

Digital Imagery with Photoshop (Tutor: Georgia Charles)

This course will give you an full introduction to Adobe Photoshop. We aim to give you confidence to use this ground breaking image manipulating programme. You will be given the opportunity to learn the main features of the programme. We will explore the use of layers, special effects, adding text, saving images in different formats. This course will enable you to input, edit and output images for screen and print. This course uses Adobe Photoshop CS5. No prior image manipulation experience is required, although a good understanding of computer operations is needed.

Web Design using Dream Weaver and Fireworks Pt 1 and 2 

(Tutor: Georgia Charles)

This is split over two 5 week durations using Fireworks in Part 1 and Dreamweaver in Part 2. Attendance at both is recommended to have a working website ready at the end of the course

The aim of this course is to equip you with all the skills you will need to design your own simple five page website. It is taught by a qualified local web designer and IT teacher and covers a complete introduction to Website design. It will include website management, inserting text, formatting text and images using Dreamweaver and Fireworks, adding links and finally the possibility of  uploading your own site to the Web at the end of the course. This course uses Adobe Dreamweaver and Fireworks CS5. Prior experience with Windows operating systems is essential.

Introduction to Computing (Tutor: Georgia Charles)

For 1st time computer users we will work in a small group with one to one support, working at your own pace. We aim to give you confidence in computer usage and to have fun whilst learning.  The course will include:

1. Desktop settings, background image – program shortcuts.

2. Microsoft Word – letter writing – adding images- copy & Paste.

3. Internet usage, creating an email account, searching items, internet shopping
